
Project Africa 
 
I mentioned in the last issue of On the Road that our MD, 
John Booth will be going out to Uganda with the Berkshire 
Scout Group to assist in Project Africa. The project involves 
two schools, the Kavule School for the Deaf which is  
situated just outside Mbale in Eastern Uganda; and the 
Bukeka Childrenôs Centre near Mityana in central Uganda. 
 
In partnership with Building Brighter Futures, accompanied 
by his son Brendan, who is head of logistics for the scheme 
and 100 Berkshire Scouts age 14-18, the plans include 
building a chicken house for 1,000 chickens, which will be 
used for food and sold to help pay the teachersô salaries; 
installing a rainwater harvesting system; assisting with  
general maintenance; to build a desperately needed, fully 
equipped kitchen for the children and the teachers. 
 
John will be overseeing the planning, construction and 
equipping of the new kitchen with the work being carried out 
alongside Ugandan Scouts, using local tradesman. In a  
previous life John has been the proprietor of three  
restaurants being awarded 2 Michelin stars so it will be  
interesting to see the contrast between the conditions he 
was used to and what will be suitable for the totally diverse 
conditions in Uganda.  
 
John and Brendan are fully self funding and are personally 
paying for their flights, their equipment and all their own  
expenses. A total of nine vaccinations are required for the 
trip as well as malaria tablets. These include typhoid,  
hepatitis A and B, diphtheria, TB, rabies, meningitis,  
cholera, yellow fever. 
 
The total cost of the whole project is £37,000 and is being 
funded by charitable contributions. You can contribute by 
going to:
